Market is prepared 
monthly in conjunction 
with the U.S. Depart-
ment of Labor, Bu-
reau of Labor Statis-
tics (BLS).

Estimates of nonfarm 
payroll jobs show the 
number of jobs by 
industry and reflect 
employment by place 
of work.

The informa-
tion is collected by 
trained interviewers 
from a sample of about 
60,000 households.

The Arkansas Division of Workforce Services, in conjunction with the Bureau of Labor Statistics, an-
nounced Arkansas’ seasonally adjusted unemployment rate rose one-tenth of a percentage point, from 
3.3% in November to 3.4% in December. The United States’ jobless rate remained stable at 3.7%.

Arkansas’ civilian labor force declined by 1,147 in December. The number of employed in the State de-
creased by 3,638, while 2,491 more unemployed Arkansans began actively looking for work. Arkansas’ 
labor force participation rate dipped to 57.6% in December.

Compared to December 2022, there are 18,263 more employed and 446 additional unemployed Arkan-
sans. The unemployment rate is the same as last December, while the labor force participation rate is 
up two-tenths of a percentage point.

County Labor Force Summary
Between November and December, unemployment rates increased in all 75 Arkansas counties.  
Four counties--Jackson, Desha, Montgomery, and Clay-- rose by one full percentage point or 
more over the month.  The average rate increase was five-tenths of a percentage point.  Jobless 
rates in December ranged from a low of 2.2% in Washington County to a high of 6.6% in Phillips 
County.  

In December, ten counties posted an unemployment rate at or below 3%.  That is down slightly 
from 13 counties at or below three percent in November.  For the 11th consecutive month, no 
county in Arkansas reported a jobless rate above 7%.

Compared to December 2022, unemployment rates are up in 68 Arkansas counties.  Rates de-
creased in four counties and remained stable in three counties.
